School Sport Premium
£150m a year primary school sport funding guaranteed until 2020 to secure Olympic and Paralympic legacy
Cornwall Sports Partnership are delighted by today’s news announced by Prime Minister David Cameron that has committed to keeping the £150m a year Primary PE and Sport Premium until 2020. This means at least £750m going straight to head teachers across a five year Parliament.

Prime Minister David Cameron said: “Sport is so important because it encourages children to be active, lead a healthy lifestyle, make friends and, of course, have fun. But quality school sport has benefits that spread right across the curriculum and beyond – it develops confidence and a sense of achievement, it teaches young people how to rise to a challenge, and nurtures the character and skills that will help them get on and succeed in life.”

In addition to extending the premium, the Prime Minister also confirmed that from this month primary schools across England will be able to apply for a share of an £18 million fund to improve outdoor spaces for PE and sporting activities. The Lottery funded scheme will be run by Sport England and will prioritise schools with limited outside space and a strong commitment to PE and sport.

The Prime Minister also announced an additional £11 million investment for the School Games to help continue to inspire more young people to take up competitive sport. This includes confirmation of School Games Organiser funding for a fifth academic year (September 2015 – August 2016).

Craig Handford, Cornwall Sports Partnership lead on Primary PE and Sport Premium said: “These announcements add some real permanency to the great work that has been delivered in Cornwall up to now. It gives schools and supporting partners the confidence to develop their interventions for the long-term and to really embed a sustainable change for young people.”

Previous government cuts in P.E. Funding caused us to be concerned about maintaining the high level of sports provision at Biscovey.   We are very proud of the participation rates of pupils in a wide variety of both curricular and extra-curricular sports and can see the positive effect it has on the school.  The new primary funding, for which we received £9,245 this year, has been very gratefully received so we can ensure continuation of the outstanding provision we offer our children.

Now, we can plan and provide sporting opportunities for the children with less worry about where the money is coming from and, with this latest announcement, we can stop worrying about what will happen in two years time and focus on the long term.

This year the money has gone towards:

· Cornwall Sports Network Membership - joining a network of schools who work together to offer many opportunities, for example the Par Cross Country leagues. £540

· Working collaboratively with our Academy Trust (ASPIRE)
· Supporting the role of our Sports Teaching Assistant £3,500
· Providing cover for teaching staff to attend events and training £1,000
· Membership of the Youth Sport Trust providing the latest ideas and training across the country £300

· Subsidising Swimming costs. We are able to keep parental contributions to a minimum thanks to this funding £1,500

· Subsidising Transport to Events.  For example, football, netball, cross country events, etc £500

· Subsidising the cost of after school clubs, Income and Expenditure Balance £0
· Purchasing new equipment £600
· Training of staff in P.E. and Sport £500
· The purchase of five ipads that can be utilised in P.E. Lessons £805
The total £9,245 is from the sports premium grant. In addition Biscovey Academy added £6,500 from our main school budget to support sport throughout the whole school for all pupils.
Extra Curricular Data
